

















Anthropology (Year 2): Cultures Across the Curriculum
Introduction

The six libraries in this partnership seek funds to continue to build the foundation for strong statewide anthropology
collections. Anthropology is the study of people from a holistic perspective that encompasses a range of approaches
from humanistic inquiry to the biological sciences. Like the human species on which it focuses, anthropology is
remarkable for its diversity, but the four traditional subfields of anthropology (archaeology, physical anthropology,
cultural anthropology, linguistics) all deal with a basic question—What makes us human? One of the distinguishing
features of anthropology, as a discipline, is its ability to place the local and the particular within a global context.
The globalization of American society in terms of our economy, work force, technology and politics has made a
background in anthropology more relevant than ever before, and has drawn students to the field, especially
undergraduate majors or minors. The cross-cultural perspective is increasingly valued, especially when coupled with
other academic training and/or certification in such fields as business, health, government, science, behavioral
science, education or religious education.

Building on the foundation of last year’s anthropology grant, the current proposal seeks a second year of funding to
further build collections in this area. Last year's funds contributed to the systematic development of collections in
anthropology statewide, and enabled us to purchase materials that otherwise might not have been readily available in
Mllinois. The 2007 funds permitted us to acquire important works in specific areas of focus, including: historical and
great lakes archaeology (Illinois State University), the anthropology and archaeology of Indians of North America
concentrating on nearby Mississippian and Woodland cultures (Southern Illinois University at Edwardsville), urban
anthropology focusing on life in cities in the U.S. and across the globe (North Central College), gender/feminist
anthropology (Parkland College), forensic anthropology and primatology (Northeastern Illinois University) and
Pacific Island Cultures (College of Dupage). For the second year, all participants have modified the focus of their
grants, some continuing in the same subject area (e.g., Southern Illinois University Edwardsville seeks to continue
collecting materials related to the Indians of North America, but this time focusing on a particular format—
dissertations & monographs) while others have shifted the topical focus in response to changes in the curriculum
(e.g., University of Illinois at Urbana Champaign has shifted focus from Latin American anthropology to
transnational anthropology). We intend for this to provide a solid basis for future collecting in anthropology, and for
each participating institution to continue to make a special effort to build collections inn their areas of focus, thus
increasing the richness and diversity of the collections statewide.

As we noted in last year’s proposal, statewide library collections in this vital field of study have been dwindling in
recent years. Even with the help of the FY07 grant, the number of titles returned by a search on “anthropology or
ethnology” in the I-Share catalog has dropped steadily: 701 titles published in 2004, 581 in 2005, and 381 in 2006.
It should be noted, however, that not all titles purchased on the Year 1 award have yet been received and cataloged.

While the statewide collection of materials in anthropology has been languishing, the discipline of anthropology has
been having a renaissance. In recent years, the prominence of anthropology in higher education has increased as
scholars and educators focus more and more on multiculturalism, globalization, and the interdisciplinary study of
real world social, environmental and health-related problems. Anthropology—a field of study situated at the nexus
of scholarship in the humanities, the sciences, and the social sciences—has been well situated to take a leading role
in these areas of emerging interest. At the same time, anthropological methods (fieldwork and ethnography) and
concepts (culture) have been taken up by other disciplines and become ubiquitous.

Six libraries are collaborating to apply for this grant to enhance the statewide collection of quality materials in
anthropology: Illinois State University; National-Louis University; Northeastern Illinois University; North Central



College; Southern Illinois University Edwardsville; and University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign. These
represent a range of college and university libraries of varying sizes from across the state.

Who Will Benefit from this Project?

Six libraries will be purchasing and housing the materials; however materials will be available to all library users in
Illinois and throughout the country. Due to the interdisciplinary nature of anthropology, our acquisitions will lend
support to the curricula in the sciences, political science, sociology, history, justice studies, linguistics, education,
and many other related disciplines, as well as to anthropology faculty and students.

Quality of Plan of Operation

The quality of the plan depends on each contact librarian to select high quality materials in a timely manner; fulfill
her/his purchasing plan; and to promote these materials locally and to other CARLI institutions. The selection
methods to be used by each participating library, explained in detail in the “Narratives from Participating Libraries”
below, vary according to the subject focus and the local situation. All participants, however, will take into
consideration the research needs of our students and faculty. This grant will supplement on-going collection
development in the areas of anthropology that are further described below, build to historic strengths, and respond to

emerging areas of emphasis in the curriculum.

Each participating institution will keep last copies of materials that are included in their chosen collection areas. In
the event that a member from a participating institution leaves the partnership, another contact librarian will be put in
place and be charged with the purchasing of materials for that institution’s collection area.



While duplication is sometimes inevitable we intend, at minimum, to avoid collecting materials within an hour of
our campuses. Most participants have opted for much more stringent guidelines on duplication, as noted in the

individual narratives below.

Expandability and Adaptability

This project is an extension of a previous grant. An open call was made for new participants and many of those
participating for the second year have shifted their focus in response to new curricular and research needs in the
discipline This project has and will continue to provide a catalyst for future collection-building in these subject
areas in each of the participating institutions and ongoing cooperation between the institutions as they come to rely
on their partners to maintain collection strengths in their assigned areas. The materials purchased will also be an

enduring resource for scholars throughout Illinois.

Plan for Reporting on Progress and Final Evaluation

This project will be evaluated on a final report of the materials purchased and the funds expended. Each
participating institution will report total expenditures to the Project Coordinator (JoAnn Jacoby) by July 15, 2008.
The Project Coordinator will draft a spreadsheet of materials purchased by each contact librarian and make it
available for each collaborating librarian to preview and correct. The final report of all expenditures and titles
purchased will be submitted by the Project Coordinator to the CARLI Award Director by August 31, 2008.

A final evaluation of the project will be submitted by June 30, 2009, based on analysis of measures of collection
strengths, using OCLC WorldCat Collection Analysis and searches in the I-Share catalog to compare statewide
holdings in the targeted area before and after the grant, with special attention to unique or less commonly held titles.
We will also provide an assessment of the impact of the purchases based on reports from the participating libraries
which will qualitatively assess the impact of the acquisitions on research and instructional programs. Furthermore,
we realize that materials that are purchased, shelved, and forgotten, are of little value to anyone. Each item
purchased will be classified, cataloged, and processed in a timely manner to optimize the knowledge of its

availability in the Consortium.

Narratives from Participating Libraries

Institution: Illinois State University

Selector: Dane Ward
Collection Focus: Ethnoarchaeology, Ethnohistory, Social Archaeology, Autoethnography

Amount requested: $3000

Illinois State University’s Milner Library requests $3000 to purchase materials in four anthropological sub-
disciplines that will enhance teaching, learning, and research within the field of anthropology: ethnoarchaeology,
social archaeology, ethnohistory, and autoethnography. All four sub-disciplines represent increasingly important
interpretative approaches in anthropology that broaden understanding of historic, prehistoric and contemporary
cultures. In order to keep pace with changes in the curriculum, CARLI and its member libraries will need to provide

solid collections in these areas of teaching and research.

Though primarily associated with cultural anthropology and archaeology, these fields of study have applications
across other social sciences and humanities.

¢ Ethnoarchaeology uses research on contemporary cultures to understand similar, earlier cultures known

primarily through the archaeological record.
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e Social archaeology studies such specific aspects of community life as issues related to childhood, gender,
identity, and colonialism.

e Ethnohistory involves the examination of cultural change and development over time. This field links
historical approaches to the study of culture.

e Autoethnography is used by anthropologists and other qualitative researchers to highlight personal insights
related to the study of specific cultures. In autoethnography, readers learn about the experiences and feelings
of anthropologists living and working in other cultures.

Illinois State University is in a good position to enhance the Consortium’s collection in these areas both because of
its programs and local expertise. Like most anthropology programs in the country, Illinois State’s Department of
Sociology and Anthropology provides opportunities to specialize in cultural anthropology, archaeology, linguistic
anthropology or physical anthropology. Archaeology is a special strength of the Department, and in recent years, has
established a Masters Degree program in Historical Archaeology. One of America’s leading historical
archaeologists, Charles E. Orser, is a Distinguished Professor at Illinois State University. Milner Library actively
collects materials related to historical archaeology. Along these lines, it is important to note that three of the four
sub-disciplines identified above (ethno-archaeology, social archaeology and ethnohistory) are closely aligned with

this area of study.

Autoethnography is a newer research methodology originating in anthropology and used by qualitative researchers in
many other social sciences, including education and communication. Teaching and research in colleges and
universities throughout Illinois would benefit from a strong collection in autoethnography. At Illinois State -
University, interest in autoethnography, as part of the broader field of qualitative research, can be found not only in
anthropology, but in the College of Education, whose graduate programs require coursework in qualitative research,
in social work, sociology, communications, and other fields.

As a point of reference, these sub-disciplines are well represented in WorldCat. That resource identifies 510 books
on the subject of ethnoarchaeology, 552 books on social archaeology, and 388 on ethnohistory. As a keyword
appearing in the database, autoethnography appears 171 times.

Funds will be used to purchase books in these four areas of anthropology. As a whole, these acquisitions will permit
students to think more deeply about the nature of other cultures, both distant and remote. Works in
ethnoarchaeology, such as Ants for Breakfast by Illinois State anthropology professor James Skibo, will permit
students to compare prehistoric and modern social activities. Autoethnographical works will provide students with
opportunities to experience other cultures in a vicarious manner, while reflecting upon their own understandings and
assumptions. An empbhasis in all four anthropological areas would also represent an important collection direction for

Illinois researchers.

All of these materials will be catalogued, incorporated into the I-Share catalog and made available to CARLI
members through interlibrary loan. Milner Library will continue collecting in these areas after the grant period has

come to an end.

Institution: National-Louis University

Selector: Kathryn Miller
Collection Focus: Anthropology and the Wonders of the African World

Amount requested: $3000



National-Louis University serves the principle that education must be responsive and accessible to all students,
including adults who juggle career and family demands while pursuing studies. The University’s mission, to develop
highly competent and humane individuals to serve and lead in an increasingly diverse and global society, has
attracted several Afro-centric scholars and critical race theorists to the University. With the help of the 2007 CARLI
collection development anthropology group grant, the University Library has worked to develop a strong collection
of materials relevant to anthropological African Diaspora researchers.

National-Louis University’s Adult and Continuing Education (ACE) program, “offered within the College of Arts
and Sciences, provides a forum for critical reflection on adult education practice. The future of our economy, and of
democracy itself, rests on an informed and critical populace. Weekend and residential sessions, together with web-
based support provide the resources for educators of adults--teachers, organizers, trainers and "grass-roots" activists
who, through their work, seek to contribute to the emergence of a productive society grounded in equity and justice.”
The ACE program weaves the importance of understanding society, with a strong focus on the African Diaspora,
into its general anthropological studies.

The Adult and Continuing Education (ACE) program at National-Louis University offers students degrees at the
Master’s and Doctoral level and houses several faculty members and students who concentrate on African studies.
The ACE program also features opportunities for research scholars to study, reflect upon, and, in some cases,
directly influence the social voyage of Africans throughout the world. The ACE doctoral program is a non-
traditional program that meets for entire weekends once a month. The program attracts students from across the
country. Current enrollment includes research scholars from Alaska, Connecticut, Nebraska, New York and North
Carolina. While the ACE program is renowned nationally, due to budget cuts and increasing costs for serials and
electronic resources, NLU struggles to maintain and grow a strong collection of African —focused anthropology
resources. In 2007-2008, NLU asks for CARLI funds to support the purchase of books and materials concentrating
on the anthropological aspects of the wonders of the African world. Focusing on the wonders of the African world
will allow NLU to purchase materials which examine how the architecture and natural wonders in Africa influence
its people and their cultures. Also, materials on the traditions and history of African peoples, and how those
traditions are recognized today, will be purchased. All materials purchased will made available to Illinois scholars.

National-Louis requests $3,000 to purchase approximately 35-45 books in the Anthropology--Wonders of the
African World subject category. The requested materials will benefit study and research by students and faculty not
only in the Afro-centric studies, but also in history, geography, sociology, critical race theory and African American

studies.

Selection for the grant purchases will be based on consultation with faculty, reviews from appropriate journals, and
awards lists. The NLU Library will absorb costs for cataloging, housing and circulating the materials. Books
acquired with CARLI collection development grant funds will be publicized by presentations to faculty groups,
prepared bibliographies being posted on the Library’s web site, and through general library instruction to students.
The books will also appear in the I-Share catalog and World Cat and will be available for interlibrary loan. The
National-Louis University Library is committed to ongoing collecting in this subject area once the grant period has

concluded.

Institution: Northeastern Illinois University

Selector: Jill Althage
Collection Focus: What Bones Tell Us of our Past
Amount Requested: $5000

The Anthropology program at Northeastern Illinois University (NEIU) seeks to develop students’ understanding of
human diversity while incorporating both cultural and biological perspectives of past and present humans as well as
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our closest primate relatives. Last year’s grant, which focused on primatology and forensic anthropology, was a boon
to local and statewide collections. First of all in planning and writing the grant, I consulted with our Anthropology
Department Coordinator, Lesa Davis, who has been instrumental in keeping me abreast of the department’s changes
in subject involvement. The grant has brought us closer and we have been much more of a team than before. Some
of the sources we have purchased to date are being used and are on the students' syllabi and assignments. I believe
that when all orders are received, our state-wide collection in forensic anthropology and in primatology will be

significantly strengthened.

NEIU is offering a new course on skeleton exploration in anthropology for our first year and first generation college
students. This is an introductory course; therefore I would purchase materials in the form of media and materials
more easily grasped on bones, human remains and their role in forensic anthropology.

With the funds from this second year grant, I will seek to purchase quality materials on bone remains as it relates to
human origins and forensic anthropology. After the grant ends, I will continue to purchase materials in these areas.

I have included a sample list of books which I hope to purchase with their availability information in libraries closest
to me. In my collection development, I will continue to consult with the teachers of these courses and put priority on
materials from reputable sources. Our professors have shown fantastic enthusiasm in evaluating our collection and
suggesting further ways that we can come up to par with research needs of students and faculty. Our first year grant
has helped provide the needed jump toward a quality collection. With the funds, we will purchase 20-25 books and
10-15 DVDs. This will benefit not only our first year students, but will provide a quality introduction to all students
beginning the study of anthropology. Our total request is for $5,000.

Collection Focus: Asian Anthropology
Amount Requested: $3,000

Description of Focus:
North Central College will collect resources that focus on Asian Anthropology including topics such as ethnology,

cultural anthropology, physical anthropology, etc. for the entire Asian region.

Current resources supporting Asian Anthropology are in low supply in the state of Illinois. As of February 8, 2007,
searches of the Statewide Illinois Library Catalog (SILC) showed that Illinois holdings for publications since 2000 in
the areas of Asian anthropology and ethnology are significantly lower than the holdings in WorldCat. In addition, a
significant number of the holdings in the state are held by just one or two libraries.

Rationale:

North Central College is a small, private, comprehensive liberal arts college offering an undergraduate major in
Anthropology. The course list for this major offers an option of one of eight courses in Asian culture. In addition
North Central offers undergraduate majors in East Asian Studies and Global Studies. The East Asian Studies
program has been built considerably over the last 6 years, and it is now considered an integral part of the College’s
commitment to bridging cultural and disciplinary boundaries. In supporting this program, Oesterle Library has
developed Asian Studies into a major collection strength for the library.

The $3,000 requested will go toward the purchase of books, which will be fully cataloged in OCLC and I-Share.
Other institutions are also seeing growth in curricular offerings in Asian topics, and our collection can help support
this trend. All books purchased will be available for interlibrary loan and reciprocal borrowing. The library will
cover any processing and cataloging costs. The library commits to continued development and enhancement of this
area after the completion of the award.

Institution: Southern Illinois University Edwardsville

Selector: Linda Carlisle
Collection Focus: Anthropology/Archaeology of Indians of North America — Dissertations & Monographs

Amount Requested: $2,271

With last year's CARLI award, Southern Illinois University Edwardsville (SIUE) sought to improve statewide access
to monographs related to the anthropology and archaeology of Indians of North America. To date, we have ordered

104 monographs (at approximately $33 per title), focusing on materials about the nearby Cahokia Mounds site as
well as related Mississippian and Woodland cultures. This, essentially, encompasses native cultures east of the

M ississippi River.

This year, SIUE requests a total of $2,271 to expand last years’ project. Specifically, we request $696 for
dissertations about the Cahokia mounds site, Mississippian and Woodland cultures, and $1,575 for monographs on
Indians of North America, this year with emphasis on Plains Indians and native cultures of Canada. This choice for
monographs is a natural extension of last year’s focus. Native American cultures did not exist in isolation, nor were
they restricted by present-day national borders. Knowledge of points of contact between tribes and comparisons
across native cultures throughout North America is critical to study of the anthropology/archaeology of Indians of
North America, and has traditionally been part of the Anthropology and Archaeology curricula of colleges and
universities. Thus, the materials acquired with these award funds will have broad benefit to students, faculty, and

researchers in Illinois and elsewhere.

A search of Dissertation Abstracts Online for keywords (Cahokia* or Mississippian or Woodland) and (anthro* or
archaeol* or archeol*) and Illinois (with Limits set to: Year — 1990-2007; Language — English; Degree Type — PhD;
and supplier Availability — Available) yielded 35 items. We propose to purchase 24 of those titles ($29.00 each) that
are relevant to our present collection and are not held by any other I-Share library. Sample dissertation titles include:

In working with SIUE’s anthropology faculty to identify monographs for purchase with last year’s award, we found
numerous titles about Plains Indians and native cultures of Canada that fit our curriculum and that complement both
the materials purchased with last years’ award and materials already in our collection. We propose to select
approximately 35 monograph titles at an average cost of $45 each. We will choose works that are not widely held in
I-Share, particularly those not held by downstate libraries or within a two-hour drive of SIUE. Sample monograph

This proposal addresses CARLI’s theme for this year’s awards program by enhancing both access and collections
that support the curriculum of Illinois colleges and universities with programs in Anthropology and Archaeology as
well as those with interdisciplinary programs in Native American studies. Both the dissertations and monographs
will circulate to other I-Share libraries. They will be publicized by a bibliography linked from Lovejoy Library’s
web page. Thus, these materials will strengthen Illinois’ statewide collection of materials for study, teaching, and

research on Indians of North America.

SIUE will cover the cost of binding the dissertations as well as for cataloging, processing, housing, and circulating
the dissertations and monographs. We will also serve as the last copy center for them. We will use circulation and
interlibrary loan data to evaluate the effectiveness of our portion of this award. Our signature on this proposal
formally acknowledges our commitment to continued development of Lovejoy Library’s collection on the
anthropology and archaeology of Indians of North America beyond the period of this award.

Institution: University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign
Selector: JoAnn Jacoby

Collection Focus: Transnational and Global Anthropology
Amount Requested: $3250

Overview:
University of Illinois requests funds to support collections in the area of transnational anthropology, an emerging

area of interest within anthropology which focuses on the flow of people, goods, capital, and other cultural
phenomena across national borders. This new research area reflects a changing world where the local and the global
are increasingly hard to disentangle, and where a Chinese librarian visiting England has to struggle to find souvenirs
to bring home that weren’t made in China. Statewide holdings focusing on the anthropology of transnationalism are
weak; a keyword search on “transnational anthropology” in WorldCat returns 145 titles, but the same search in I-
Share returns only 45 titles. The funds requested would help fill the gaps in the statewide collection in an area of
increasing interest—both within anthropology and in other fields in the humanities, social sciences, education, and
environmental sciences. Building on this base, the University of Illinois would commit to ongoing collection effort

in transnational anthropology.

Rationale:
Historically, the University of Illinois Library held one of the five largest collections in North America of materials

related anthropology. Over the last 5-10 years, however, the anthropology collection has been hard hit by rising
serial costs, the falling value of the dollar relative to other currencies, and nearly flat acquisitions budgets. As a
result, book acquisitions have been increasingly confined to core titles that serve immediate needs, and little has
been acquired beyond university press titles. As evidence of this trend, according to the OCLC WorldCat Collection
Analysis tool, the number titles held by UIUC in the “Anthropology” division of LC has declined from 663 titles
published in 2000 to 144 titles published in 2005. Things are looking up, however, since the University
administration has pledged to increase support for library collections and coverage of anthropology has recently been
added to the UIUC Libraries European blanket order plan, which means that titles from major European publishers
will be acquired automatically. While it looks like acquisitions in this area will be restored to something closer to
former levels in the near future, this request is intended to help fill any gaps and provide a solid basis for future

collection efforts in anthropology.



At the same time, the Anthropology Department at UIUC has resolved to “move from a top-tier anthropology
program to an elite program.” The Department has added six new faculty lines in the past two years, making Illinois
on of the two or three largest anthropology departments in the country. Many of the recently-hired faculty bring new
perspectives on anthropology. Rather than the following the traditional area studies approach, faculty and students
are increasingly interested in topics related to global processes and transnational flows of people, capital, and other
cultural phenomena. These same topics are of interest to related disciplines, like education and sociology, which are

All materials purchased will be titles that are unique or not widely held (i.e., no more than 2 other copies in I-Share)
in Illinois. The focus will be on books, monographs, and other non-serial print publications. Scholarly publications
offered by specialized publishers, that received limited distribution, or were published outside of the United States
will be targeted. Titles to purchase will be identified through the appropriate publisher catalogs, publication
announcements, and “books received” sections of anthropological journals from Europe and the U.S. Faculty and
graduate student recommendations will also be sought.
