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Social Responsibility in the Global Economy

The Illinois Institute of Technology is a medium-sized, four-year, private, doctoral degree
granting research university, with approximately 2,200 undergraduate students and 2,700
graduate students at the main campus. In addition to IIT’s scientific disciplines such as
engineering and chemistry, the university has recently expanded their business school to include
an undergraduate major in business. The political science and public administration majors
concentrate on the intersection of technology, sustainability, and government in their studies. IIT
recognizes the importance of looking towards the future by the creation and monitoring of
socially responsible industries, governments, and corporations. Therefore, a grant of $2,000 to
purchase books regarding social responsibility by corporations, non-profits, and government in
the global economy would serve our patrons across a variety of disciplines.

The following chart demonstrates CARLI’s need for titles within this subject area. The left
column details the search conducted. The center column lists how many titles the search yielded
in WorldCat, and the final column gives the results of the same search in I-Share.

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Ecofeminism: Women and Ecology

Ecofeminism, the movement that links feminism and environmentalism, is gaining recognition as
a most valuable goal. The objective of ecofeminism is to create a society in which equality is
recognized between men and women, and respect is given to all forms of life on the planet. Equal
respect and dignity accorded to all living beings will mean eradicating oppressive conceptual
frameworks so that differences do not lead to domination but rather to peace and harmony.

On doing a literature search in WorldCat and checking holdings in I-Share, it is evident that a
broader collection of materials related to ecofeminism in Illinois’ libraries is necessary.
Universities and colleges are offering courses on Women’s Studies and Gender Studies, on
Ecology and Environment. For example, Loyola University Chicago’s Center for Urban
Environmental Research & Policy (CUERP), “brings together a diverse faculty with an array of
academic expertise to help students explore the relationship of human beings to the natural
environment, and to develop the mental acuity and technical skills needed to formulate solutions
to complex environmental problems.”

Furthermore, Loyola’s Women’s Studies & Gender Studies program offers courses in Inequality -
in Society; Global Feminism; and Issues in Feminism in which the topics of ecology and
environmental distress can be addressed.

Therefore, I am requesting $2,000 for the purchase of monographs on Ecofeminism. The method
of identifying titles will be a search of WorldCat followed by checking the holdings of Illinois
libraries to ensure that our libraries have sufficient access relevant titles.

My way of evaluating the project will be to submit a list of the titles purchased. These titles will
be cataloged and included in Loyola’s online catalog as well as in WorldCat. The increased
access to these books will enrich the students and citizens of Illinois as Loyola will readily lend
the books to borrowers from other Illinois institutions
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
