Curating	&	Creating	Displays

• Librarians and staff at Milner Library curate displays

• Discovery Services & User Experience Librarian manages the Primo VE collection
• Responsible for the process in Alma/Primo VE, not the content

• Instructions shared via email and stored in library Teams site
• Lists what can and cannot be included in a collection 
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Example of how to determine if an eBook is 
managed by CARLI and ineligible for 
inclusion



Process

• Staff must provide the following information no less than two weeks prior to the go-live date:
• Title

• Description

• Cover image .jpg or .png less than 500kb

• Will assist with locating an image in public domain when requested

• Display Dates

• Requirements based on type of display

• Title List

• Required info: either Title + Permalink or Title + Barcode
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Title	List	Processing

• Create sets based on MMS ID or 
barcode

• Process using Excel and 
notepad++

• For MMS IDs, isolate permalinks 
and save as .txt; open in Excel 
delimited by “/” - find and replace 
to remove “alma”

• Admin > Manage Sets > Create Itemized 
Set

• Content type either “All Titles” (MMS IDs) 
or “Physical Items” (Barcodes)
