II. APPENDIX A: SUMMARY OF MIGRATION PROCESS

Character set conversion:  

For bibliographic, holdings, and authority data, the Ex Libris Group batch data loaders have been written to support several known character sets, such as MARC-8, RLIN (pre-1997), OCLC, and IS0-8859-1, by converting these characters to the Voyager internal character set at the time of the load. 
The following information details character set options, which are available within the batch loaders used by Ex Libris Group Data Migration during the initial load of data to Voyager.

MARC Format for Bibliographic data: [Bibliographic (MARC21 with minor variations)]
Bibliographic records should be in current USMARC/MARC21 format.  The loader does not perform any specific check for cataloging quality, fielding, or tagging, but loads the MARC record assuming it is in the current MARC format and the MARC-8 character set, unless the customer specifically advises otherwise.
Specific requirements for MARC bibliographic records:

Field 001
= This field should be present and contain a unique record number. Although the loader will not fail or report an error if multiple records have no 001 field, or the same 001 field, problems may occur in linking MFHDS.  The MFHD record is supposed to contain an 014 $a with a matching record number (matches the 001 of the bibliographic record).   During the load process, Voyager assigns a bib_id, mfhd_id, and auth_id (numeric value starting at 2 and incrementing by 1 for each record found) to each record, then builds populates other tables in the database with linkages.  For example, table BIB_MFHD contains an entry for each bib_id/mfhd_id pair.  If multiple bibliographic records have the same 001 field contents, then all of the MFHD’s will link to the first bibliographic record with that record number in the 001 field.  When Voyager client software is used to retrieve the records, or if the BIB_MFHD table is checked via SQL, no linkages will appear for the bib_id’s which were assigned to the second or subsequent records with the duplicate 001 record numbers.

Field 008
= This field is not required for the load, but may affect Voyager functionality or the ability to update a record at a later date if he field is missing.  Ex Libris Group can globally add a default 008 field to all records missing one, if needed.  This does not include any programming to create customized 008 which are relative to specific record characteristics or cataloging information.

Field 949
= This is not a required field.  However, if it is present in the bibliographic record, the bib loader will not load this field.  It is removed during the load.  Frequently, this field is used to append item level holdings data which Ex Libris Group will use to build MARC MFHD records for loading, during the data preparation process.
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
